Enclosed please find the official invitation to the 11th EMF Collective Bargaining College, 
which will be held from 15th to 18th September in Portorož (Slovenia) in co-operation 
with the ETUI-REHS Education. The College will be held under the title of “Coordinating 
collective bargaining summer college”.  
 
The course programme is enclosed. It will focus on the collective bargaining priorities in 
the new EMF Work Programme, a first evaluation of the EMF Common Demand on 
training, the Green Paper on labour legislation, flexicurity, transnational company 
negociations and flexible working time We hope to enjoy major participation by the 
members of the EMF Collective Bargaining Policy Committee as well as other trade 
unionists occupied in the field of collective bargaining. 
 
Members of the CB Select Working Party are reminded that the SWP will meet on the 
afternoon of 18th September. 
 
As was the case last year, the 18 participants coming from the EU and candidate 
countries who are entitled to a paid place (refund of hotel costs and Apex ticket) will 
have to pay a course fee amounting to 200€ per participant (EU countries)/ 50€ per 
participant (CEEC).
