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Interim report on the strike in Automotive Lighting Reutlingen (ALRT)
The first two days of the strike saw an overhelming participation of the workers of ALRT. The assembly lines were completely paralised.

We have recived till now European Solidarity letters from the czech OS KOVO and the two Italien metall workers trade unions FIOM-CGIL and FIM-CISL. Both Italien unions declare that they will do everything to avoid that works relocated by the stike are realized in the Venaria plant.
First talks with the Italian manager Ermano Ferrari in the evening of the 27th of January did not show great success. Ferrari said that there won’t be any possibility to continue with the production of plastic components in Germany, but maybe there could be the possibility to maitain 50 jobs (short term only) from the 130 threatend jobs.

IG Metall and works council will fight for a solution for all 130 affected employees. A solution that gives a perspective to the workers.

Friday morning the negotiations with the management are going to continue. IG Metall is going to prepare its own economic plan for the plant in Reutlingen.
