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2nd Interim Report:

The strike in Automotive Lighting in Reutlingen is going to continue

3rd of February 2010

The negotiations in the evening of the 1st of February 2010 between the local management and IG Metall on a moratorium failed. The plan was to interrupt the announced strike in this week for the guarantee to stop all the preparations for relocation during the nogotiations. So that the negotiations could have continued in an atmosphere of congeniality.

The employers side did not agree to fix a contract penalty in the moratorium in the case of a violation of the agreed guarantees. The ALRT-workers have lost their confidence in the management due to the experiences they have had with the management. in recent years

So IG Metall will continue the strike as planed. On Wednesday the colleagues of ALRT are  travelling to Corbetta near Milan to participate, together with their Italinan colleagues of Magneti Marelli, in a demonstration against the job-killers of the FIAT-Management.

In addition a delegation of IG Metall Reutlingen met in the night of the 2nd of February the responsible Italian trade unions to discuss and coordinate joint actions, and to thwart the intention of the management to relocate tasks affected by the strike.
