FNV Bondgenoten makes a deal with Bovag on crisis measures for the car sector 
  
FNV Allies has agreed with the retail trade association for the car sector on a package of measures to keep vulnerable workers in employment contracts in the sector during the crisis. These are temporary measures that the industry itself finances. 
  
Jan Berghuis, union official of FNV Bongenoten says: “At present there are difficult economic times for the car sector. It's raining hard and then quick action is needed. We can not stop the credit crisis, but we can do as much as possible to soften the consequences for companies and employees. We use our own resources to help students and the elderly workers, so that they as little as possible will become the victims of the crisis. There is not a penny in public funds, when will our government once come over the bridge?" 
  
There is a grant of 10,000 euros work for employers who keep older workers in employment, which are threatened with redundancy. Furthermore, dismissed older workers keep the prospect of early retirement. Companies receive 5,000 euros for a pension guarantee for those workers. This measure prevents older workers twice affected by redundancy and by the disappearance of the prospect of early retirement. This measure will be carried out within a few weeks. A third measure is a training guarantee for BBL pupils (students combining work and learning) who as a result of the economic situation loose their training/work place  and thus can no longer finish their education. This measure is elaborated by the parties next week.
